Often when I have the privilege and honor to officiate a 
wedding the bride and the groom asked me to quote Paul's 

letter to the church at. Corinth in Chapter 13  where he talks about love. 
 
"And now these three remain: faith, hope, and love. But the greatest of 
these is love." 1 Corinthians 13:13 
I may be wrong, but I think most people know the last verse of that 
chapter verbatim. 
But what is love and the biblical sense? 
Scholars will tell you that in the Bible there are three Greek words used 
to describe love. 
The three words are eros, philo, and agape. 
Each of these words used in contacts have specific meaning. 
Eros is the physical love that we feel when we are attracted to another 
person. It is often all about personal need and it is more about the person 
who's feeling sexually attractive than it is about the person who is the 
focus of that love or thing. that is the focus of that love. 
Philos is what is called as the feeling of good that we have for a fellow 
human being. 
Philadelphia is known as the city of brotherly and sisterly love  
Or simply being kind to one another. 
Philos love is the kind of love that a friend has for each other.  It may be 
best described as the love one has for a fellow citizen or ones own 
school. 
Agape is the love that we have for one another as brothers and sisters as 
followers of Jesus.  
Agape love is unselfish love while eros love is a type of self assertion. 
Agape loves as the scriptures says "seeks not it's own way." 
Agape is the highest form of love and is contrasted with eros or phillos 
or brotherly and sisterly love. 
In our walk of faith may we truly be blessed by experiencing all three 
manifestations of love in our life
