The Week That Changed the World 

There are many important moments in history, but there is one week that 
stands above them all. Holy Week is not just a remembrance of events 
long past; it is the turning point of the world and the center of our faith. 

It is a week that begins with celebration and ends in resurrection, but it 
passes first through the shadow of the cross. 

Good Friday confronts us with a truth we would rather avoid. It reminds 
us that sin is not small, and brokenness is not superficial. The cross shows 
us the depth of human rebellion, but even more, it reveals the depth of 
God’s love. Jesus does not stand at a distance from our suffering. He en-
ters into it. He bears it. He redeems it. 

As Tim Keller once wrote, “The gospel is this: we are more sinful and 
flawed in ourselves than we ever dared believe, yet at the very same time 
we are more loved and accepted in Jesus Christ than we ever dared 
hope.” Nowhere is that more clearly seen than on Good Friday. The cross 
holds both truths together. It humbles us and lifts us up at the same time. 

But the story does not end there. 

Easter Sunday declares that sin does not have the final word. Death does 
not win. The grave is not the end. Jesus Christ, crucified and buried, has 
been raised. The resurrection is not simply a happy ending; it is the begin-
ning of a new creation. It is the victory of God breaking into the world, 
making all things new. 

Holy Week invites us not just to observe these events, but to enter into 
them. To stand at the foot of the cross. To feel the weight of Good Friday. 
And then to step into the light of Easter morning with awe and hope. 

For at First Christian Church, this is our story. The cross and the empty 
tomb are not distant realities. They are the foundation of our life together. 

This is the week that changed the world. And it is the week that still 
changes us. 

As we prepare for Easter, consider who in your life needs to hear this 
good news. Invite a family member, a friend, or a loved one to join 
you at First Christian Church this Easter Sunday. You never know 
how God  might use a simple invitation to change a life.
